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This is the third article in a series of publications devoted to the history of the study of religiosity from the late
19th to the first half of the 20th century. Analysing the publications of the 1930s on the theoretical understanding of
religion and empirical research, the author compares approaches in the study of religiosity, highlighting trends,
changes and factors that led to them. In the 1930s, religiosity was considered as individual and changeable charac-
teristic, and this dichotomy fuelled methodological debates about the possibility and nature of empirical studies of
religiosity. The dominance of quantitative methods can be considered as a common feature in the research into re-
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
